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Brixworth CC Behaviour policy
At Brixworth Cricket Club we aim to teach valuable skills and develop our players whilst understanding the need to respect each other. We are very proud of our junior members and their attitude and willingness to learn. To help us maintain this high standard of behaviour during coaching sessions and prevent any negative impact on the groups, we have created a Behaviour policy so all adults and children are aware of our expectations. Most children will pass through phases of their life where they explore a range of behaviours,  please feel free to use this policy as part of your child’s development and coaches will be happy to support you if you feel it is appropriate.

To encourage good behaviour, all coaches will:

• Ensure training is fun, enjoyable and promote fair play

• Treat all children and adults with respect and dignity

• Be polite and courteous

• Praise children’s efforts and achievements

• Avoid using critical or sarcastic language

• Listen to and assist all children equally

We expect the children to:

• Be polite and courteous

• Work well with others, helping to maintain club values

• Take responsibility for own behaviour

• Turn up on time with correct clothing and equipment

• Behave respectfully to their team mates, other junior groups and coaches

• Listen to coaches, helpers and each other

• Respect the club facilities, equipment and ground

• Encourage each other positively

• Have fun!

We will not accept behaviour that could:

• Lead to injury to themselves or others

• Any acts of aggression, verbal or physical abuse

• Disruption of the session through ‘messing about’ or defiance

Sanctions for junior members:

• Should behaviour not be as expected, we will always endeavour to find out why and treat the situation accordingly.

• On the first occasion we will talk to the member about why their behaviour is unacceptable and how to improve it.

• If the behaviour is repeated the same day, the child will be asked to sit out for 10 minutes and the coach will discuss this with parents.

• Further unacceptable behaviour will result in not being picked for a match or matches.

Complaints procedure:

If you are not happy with the way you or your child has been treated by any member of staff or another parent at the club you should contact the club welfare officer.
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
